The concept of I-JITT reflects 3 major constructs:  (1) meeting the intellectual, behavioral, and emotional needs of responders, (2) addressing different types of learning styles (auditory, visual, &  experiential); and (3) drawing attention to cultural considerations that individuals, groups, and organizations bring to a response.
