SCOPE OF SERVICES

1.  Introduction

The National Association of City and County Health Officials awarded a grant to the Franklin Regional Council of Governments to conduct emergency planning for persons with disability in Franklin County. The project (Project DEMAND) formed an advisory committee consisting of representatives from area agencies that serve persons with disability was formed and subsequently decided to develop capacity building opportunities for service providers and community residents. The specific capacity building needs under this contract are defined as training on family and individual level preparedness. 
2.  Scope of Work

The following are specific tasks to be completed by the end of the contract in coordination with the FRCOG and the Project DEMAND advisory committee.

1. Compile information from existing literature, professional conferences, advisory committee meetings and community focus groups on emergency preparedness issues for persons with disability (December-February)
2. Participate in three (3) focus groups co-coordinated with FRCOG project staff (January-February)

3. Develop an outline of the training curriculum (March 1)

4. Complete a draft of the training manual to consist of two main pieces (April 1):

· Substantive information on disabilities and emergencies and what families and individuals can do to protect themselves.

· A Train-the-Trainer component to include specific skills on relating the above information to a variety of audiences.


5.     Pilot the training manual to consist of 1 training of future trainers (recruited
